 [Assumption Cathedral (Zagreb Cathedral)]

The Assumption Cathedral, located in the heart of the Croatian capital of

Zagreb, was destroyed in the 1880 earthquake and later rebuilt in 1899. The

ruins include 13th-century frescoes, Renaissance backrest benches, marble

altars and Baroque-style pulpit.

[St. Marks Cathedral]

Located on St. Mark's Square, St. Mark's Church in Zagreb is a Gothic

building with a beautiful tiled roof. Located in the heart of St. Mark's Square,

it was built in the 13th century. The interior of the church is beautifully

carved and has different shapes. The eastern side of St. Mark's Square is the

Croatian Parliament and the west side is the seat of the Croatian

government. The work of the famous Croatian sculptor Meštrovich is

displayed in the church.

Under the [Zadar City Gate], built by the Venetians, feel the echoes o

f the city’s prosperous past. See the [St. Donatus Church](exterior visit only)

, a testament to the grandeur of ancient Roman history, and experience the 

modern experimental instrument—the [Sea Organ], which transforms ocean 

waves into captivating melodies.

 [Plitvice Lakes National Park]

The most desirable lake, waterfall and wildlife habitat in Europe - Plitvice is

known as the Plitvice Lakes National Park because of its main 16 lakes.

Whether it is scenery or geological origin, the Plitvice Lakes group is very

similar to Jiuzhaigou in China, so in China, it is often referred to as

“European Jiuzhaigou”. The waterfall with the largest drop here is nearly

200 meters, and the smallest drop is only 2 meters. I don't know if it is the

smallest waterfall in the world. Unlike the famous Great Falls, the rush is not

a feature of the Plitvice Lakes waterfall. The feminine and quietness created

by silk silk is the special feature here.

[St. Donat Church]

The former Romanesque church of St. Donat, with its rounded appearance, is

undoubtedly the most outstanding symbol of Zarda and enjoys a special

place in the 14 existing churches in the city. Built in the 9th century, rebuilt in

the 15th century, it is now used as a concert hall. The ruins in front of the

church are the ruins of the ancient Roman palace

[Zadar city gate]

The gates of Zadar are the gates of the Venetians built in 1543, one of the

landmarks of Zadar. The flying San Marco stone lion statue in the center of

the city gate shows the origin of the royal family in Venice. Under the stone

lion is the statue of the patron saint, guarding the history of Zadar

[Sea organ]

The world's unique sea organ, built in 2005, is a group of 70-meter-long

waterfall ladders leading to the sea. It is equipped with 35 pipes of different

caliber sizes and different slopes, which are issued by the impact of sea

breeze and waves. sound. The unique Zalda "sea organ" in the world. The

principle of vocalization is to place the music tube under the marble steps on

the seashore, and use the movement of the waves to exert pressure on the

air inside the tube to make a sound. Therefore, the player of the sea organ is

a wave, it is nature.

 [Dubrovnik Walls]

The Dubrovnik Walls are defensive stone walls that surround the Old City.

They have stood in the south of Croatia since the 7th century and are

considered to be one of the greatest defense systems of the Middle Ages

and have never been destroyed by the enemy. In 1979, the Old City of

Dubrovnik and a large part of the city wall were included in the World

Cultural Heritage List by UNESCO. Stroll through the walls of the Old Town

and enjoy the perfect view.

[Franciscan Monastery]

The Franciscan Monastery is located in the west of the Old Town and was

built in 1317. It is a treasured cultural, artistic and historical heritage of

Dubrovnik. The carved stone in the cloister complements the surrounding

environment. A museum was set up in the monastery, divided into a

pharmacy and a library. The former is one of the oldest similar

pharmaceutical establishments in Europe and is still in use today; the latter is

the most important ancient library in Croatia, with more than 1,200 precious

manuscripts, 137 ancient books, 7 volumes of ancient church hymns and

about More than 2,000 pieces of religious ceremonial objects and paintings

are invaluable.

[Banje Beach]

Banje Beach is Dubrovnik's most famous beach, offering an excellent view of

the old city walls and Lokrum Island, attracting visitors from all over the

world. Walking on the cobbled beaches, the crystal clear water gently

touches your feet, the beach is very suitable for sports, and the bar street

next to it attracts young people to stop.

[Budva Old Town]

The old town of Budva is located on a peninsula dating back to the 15th

century.

[Kotor Church]

Kotor Cathedral, also known as St. Triphon Cathedral (St. Tryphon Cathedral)

is a Roman Catholic church in Kotor. It is also an iconic building in the Old

Town of Kotor and the oldest church.

Wan

der through the charming streets of the Old Town to gain deeper insight into

the region’s fascinating history and cultural heritage. Overnight in Sarajevo 

or nearby.

 [Mostar Bridge]

The Mostar Bridge is a 16th-century bridge in the ancient city of Mostar in

the southern part of Bosnia and Herzegovina. It is also known as the inner

river of the Neretva, which is also known for its beautiful curvature and

magnificent form. Rainbow over the river Leteva. The stone bridge was first

built by Turkish architects in 1566. It was blown up during the Bosnian War

on November 9, 1993, and became a permanent testimony of racial hatred.

Since then, under the assistance of international organizations and many

countries, the ancient bridge that has been restored and rebuilt for three

years was reopened on July 23, 2004, and many buildings around the ancient

bridge were also restored. Due to the heavy history of the city and the

meaning of the bridge itself, the reconstructed ancient bridge is regarded as

a symbol of coordinated reconciliation and international cooperation, and

has also been placed on the hope of harmonious coexistence among

different cultures, races and religious societies.

[Hercegovačka Gračanica]

The Hercegovačka Gračanica church is located on the Crkvina hill above the

town of Trebinje. It was built to commemorate the famous poet Jovan Ducic

and is clearly visible anywhere in Trebinje. It is similar to the replica of the

Kocan Gracanica Orthodox Church. The style of this church is different from

most other religious buildings in Bosnia and Herzegovina. It is more a

mosque in Bosnia and Herzegovina and worth visiting.

 After breakfast, head to Sarajevo, the capital of Bosnia and Herzegovina, a cit

y known for its rich cultural diversity and complex history. Visit the [Gazi Hus

rev-beg Mosque], one of the most important Ottoman-era landmarks in the 

city, and the [Sarajevo Clock Tower], which stands as a historical reminder of 

the city’s Ottoman past. Then, explore the [Latin Bridge], a site of great hist

orical significance, famously known as the location where Archduke Franz Fer

dinand was assassinated in 1914, an event that led to the outbreak of World 

War I. Overnight in Vinkovci or nearby.

 [Latin Bridge]

The Latin Bridge is located in the city centre and was known as the Principe

Bridge during the Yugoslav period. The northern end of the Latin Bridge is

the scene of the Sarajevo incident. This incident was also the fuse of the First

World War. The current bridge was built in 1798-1799.

[Sarajevo Clock Tower]

Built in 1667, the big clock on it is made in Italy and is the only public clock

in the city. It is strictly the mosque's "Secret House". Visitors who have seen

the former Yugoslav movie "Walter defends Sarajevo" must have a special

feeling for the clock tower that appears in the movie: the old watchmaker, in

order to cover Walter, resolutely went to the clock tower to meet the enemy

and was finally killed. In June 2012, the original mechanical device in the Big

Bell was replaced by the current electronic device.

[Sarajevo Grand Mosque]

Located in the heart of the old city of Sarajevo, it was built by Gazi Husrev

Bey, who was then the governor of the Ottoman Empire in Bosnia. It was

built in 1531 and was carried out in the 1990s due to damage during the civil

war. The reconstruction work is now the largest and most important

historical building and Islamic religious center in Bosnia and Herzegovina.

There are mausoleums in the temple, and many great figures in the history

of Bosnia have been sleeping here.

 After breakfast, depart for Pécs, a city located in the southwestern part of Hu

ngary, near the Croatian border. Known for its rich cultural heritage, Pécs was

once called Sopianae during the Roman period. Visit the early Christian ceme

tery from the 4th century, a UNESCO World Heritage site located in the popu

lar tourist center. Explore [Széchenyi Square], an area surrounded by beautifu

l architecture, and admire the [Zsolnay Fountain], named after the famous Zs

olnay porcelain. Also, visit the [Pécs Cathedral] (exterior visit only), a landmar

k reflecting the city’s religious history. Finally, return to Budapest to conclu

de the tour.

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 [Tito Marshal Tomb]

Tito's tomb is also called "flower house". It is the cemetery of the famous

leader of the southern federation, Tito. The reason why it is called "flower

house" is because the periphery of the tomb has been surrounded by

flowers, but now, next to the tomb is surrounded by White rock. Tito's full

name, Joseph Broz Tito, was born on May 25, 1892 in the village of

Kumrovets, Croatia.

[Kalemegdan castle]

Kalemegdan Castle is both a castle and a park. It is the best testimony of

history and the iconic attraction and leisure destination of Belgrade. The

main body of Kalemegdan Castle was built in the 17th century, but there are

also some medieval gates, Islamic-style graves and Turkish baths.

Kalemegdan Castle is divided into four sections, namely Lower Town, Upper

Town, Little Kalemegdan and Grand Kalemegdan. Each part has its own

characteristics and is very ornamental.

[Mikhailo Dagong Street]

It is Belgrade's most prestigious commercial pedestrian street. Although it is

only a short one kilometer long, it is famous for its 1970s architecture on

both sides and is also listed as a national historical street.

[St. Sava Cathedral]

It is currently the most magnificent Orthodox church in the Balkan Peninsula.

It was built to commemorate the national hero Saint Sava Nemania and is of

great importance in the history and cultural development of Serbia. The

church was built in 1935 and was interrupted twice due to the lack of

economic development during the war and communism. The entire external

construction project was completed in December 2003, and the interior

decoration is still in progress.

[Petrovaradin Fortress]

It is a fortress on the right bank of the Danube in Novi Sad, the capital of the

Autonomous Province of Vojvodina, Serbia. It was already a large-scale

fortification during the Roman Empire. Known as "Gibraltar on the Danube",

the castle was built by the prisoners in 1692 until 1780, with Novi Sad after

the castle.

[Novi Sad Freedom Square]

It belongs to the central square of the old town and is surrounded by various

buildings. The most prominent is the steeple cathedral. The church is

opposite the city hall. There are several churches in different shapes around

the square.
