The palace groun
ds comprise beautiful rectangular courtyards and numerous fountains, as we
Il as the Nasrid buildings that served as living quarters for the monarchs and
their servants. Afterwards, visit the romantic [Pink Lake Of Torrevieja]. Overni
ght in Alicante or nearby.
