 Tour Overview  

 We'll head out for a lovely drive along the Golden Circle. Golden Circle. [Þing

vellir National Park] is the only location on the Icelandic mainland to hold UN

ESCO World Heritage status, and it is also the site of Iceland’s ancient parlia

ment. [The Geysir geyser] erupts every 1 to 2 minutes, gradually subsiding in 

between, creating a magnificent display. [Gullfoss (Golden Falls)] features tw

o levels of cascading water. When the sun is out, the water droplets from the 

falls reflect a rainbow, giving the waterfall a golden brilliance—hence the na

me "Golden Falls." We will also visit to [Kerið crater lake], known for its vibra

nt green water and the striking colors of the crater on the surrounding hillsid

e. Overnight in the south of Iceland. *Should weather conditions permit, the 

aurora may be visible near the hotel that night.

 After breakfast, we will head to the [Eldhraun] lava field, which was formed b

y a volcanic eruption. We will also make a quick stop in [Vik], the southernm

ost town in Iceland. At the summit of the mountain in this town, you will find 

a small red-roofed church. Our next stop is the renowned [Reynisfjara Black S

and Beach], where the basalt columns on the beach provide a great photo o

pportunity. We then head to the [DC-3 wreckage]. Although the plane wreck

age resulted from an aviation accident, the absence of casualties has led to t

he creation of one of the most distinctive non-natural landscapes in Iceland. 

Finally, we will visit the two major waterfalls in the south, [Seljalandsfoss] and

goon]. Nearby, you can stroll along [Diamond Beach], a stunning black sand 

beach famous for its large iceberg fragments. During the winter season (Nov

to Mar), we'll visit the [Crystal Ice Cave]. Led by an expert glacier guide, you

’ll be able to safely explore and admire this extraordinary natural wonder. D

uring the summer season(May- Oct), we will take an [Amphibian Boat Tour] 

of the glacier lagoon.

 Tour Overview  

 After breakfast, we will visit Dettifoss, known as the most turbulent and volu

minous waterfall in Europe (this attraction will be canceled in winter due to r

oad closures). We’ll continue our journey around Lake Mývatn, a place shap

ed by volcanic forces and teeming with birdlife. The lake is dotted with over 

50 small islands, all created by volcanic activity. Then, we will head to Goðafo

ss, the 'Waterfall of the Gods.' Spanning in a horseshoe shape, this stunning 

waterfall is steeped in history, tied to Iceland’s shift to Christianity when ido

ls were thrown into its powerful waters. Overnight in Akureyri or nearby.

 After breakfast, we'll begin at the village of [Dalvik], which overlooks the sea 

and is known as one of Iceland's best [whale-watching] (optional) destinatio

ns. We’ll take a classic whale-watching boat tour to Eyjafjord, one of Icelan

d’s top whale-watching spots. We will then proceed to the stunning [Hraun

fossar Waterfall], also known as the Lava Falls, which are a remarkable sight a

nd flow into the Heveta River. A 10-minute walk along the riverbank will lead

us to [Barnafoss].

 After breakfast, you’ll head to all the wonders that the Hidden Gem of the 

West, the Snæfellsnes Peninsula, has to offer. We will make our way to [Kirkj

ufell], “The Church Mountain”, and Kirkjufellfoss waterfall. This iconic narro

w mountain has become the landmark of Snæfellsnes in recent years, especia

lly after being featured as the “Arrowhead Mountain” in Game of Thrones. 

Next, we will visit [Lóndrangar], a pair of rock pinnacles in Iceland, which are

remnants of a larger crater that has mostly eroded away. Looming over the e

ntire southern coastline, the 75-meter high basalt pinnacles of Lóndrangar se

t the tone for what’s to come. Then, we will visit the fishing village of [Arnar

stapi]. Few places are as charming as this one, and here we will take a walk al

ong the scenic coastline. You can enjoy lunch while taking in the beautiful sc

enery. Just east of Arnarstapi, we will stop to admire [Búðakirkja], a 19th-cent

ury church.
