A communit

y of 80 monks currently lives and follow the rule of Saint Benedict in Montser

rat. Fall in love with the Gothic and Renaissance details of the basilica and sa

nctuary. Learn about the legend of the miraculous apparition of the Black Ma

donna and Child in the cave of Santa Cova. To this day, their woodcarving is 

kept in the Church of the monastery, which you will be able to visit. The figur

e is popularly known as La Moreneta (The Black Madonna) as a result of a var

nish reaction. Besides the main area, there are a great number of small churc

hes and trails you can follow. You will be given free time to taste the finest li

quors, to visit the basilica and the Black Madonna and get a free gift, to shop

for locally produced treats or to visit the audio-visual exhibition once our gui

ded tour finishes.

The Virgin of Montserrat is the favorite saint of the Catalans, located on the

cliffs beside the Benedictine monastery. The height difference between the

monastery and the valley reaches 1,236 meters, the highest point of the

Catalonia lowlands and located in the middle of the most dense part of

Catalonia. Montserrat Monastery is the most important religious shrine in

Catalonia and plays an important role in the cultural and spiritual life of

Catalonia. The museum of the Pontifical Temple has works by many
