Shakespeare's Birthplace is a restored 16th-century half-timbered house

situated on Henley Street, Stratford-upon-Avon, Warwickshire, England,

where it is believed that William Shakespeare was born in 1564 and spent his

childhood years. It is now a small museum open to the public and a popular

visitor attraction, owned and managed by the Shakespeare Birthplace Trust.

The most beautiful country in the world is in the UK, and the most beautiful

country in the UK is Bibury. It satisfies your imagination of all the good

things in the English countryside! The ancient tranquility and beauty of the

English-style village are preserved here. The houses here are at least 400

years old. The honey-colored brick-walled cottages are arranged in rows.
