Christ Church is a constituent college of the University of Oxford in

England. Founded in 1546 by King Henry VIII, the college is uniquely a joint

foundation of the university and the cathedral of the Oxford diocese, Christ

Church Cathedral.The buildings have inspired replicas throughout the world

in addition to being featured in films such as Harry Potter and The Golden

Compass.The college's alumni include 13 British prime ministers (the highest

number of any Oxbridge college), as well as former prime ministers of

Pakistan and Ceylon.

[King's College, Cambridge]

King's College,  is a constituent college of the University of Cambridge. This

college lies beside the River Cam and faces out onto King's Parade in the

centre of the city.King's was founded in 1441 by King Henry VI soon after

founding its sister institution, Eton College. King's College Chapel is regarded

as one of the finest examples of late English Gothic architecture. It has the

world's largest fan vault, while its stained-glass windows and wooden

chancel screen are considered some of the finest from their era. The building

is seen as emblematic of Cambridge.
