 [Buckingham Palace]

Buckingham Palace has served as the official London residence of the UK’s

sovereigns since 1837 and today is the administrative headquarters of the

Monarch.Today, Buckingham Palace is very much a working building and the

centrepiece of the UK’s constitutional monarchy, serving as the venue for

many royal events and ceremonies from entertaining foreign Heads of States

to celebrating achievement at Investitures and receptions.

[River Thames]

The River Thames is a river that flows through southern England including

London. At 215 miles (346 km), it is the longest river entirely in England and

the second-longest in the United Kingdom, after the River Severn.The river

rises at Thames Head in Gloucestershire and flows into the North Sea near

Tilbury, Essex and Gravesend, Kent, via the Thames Estuary. From the west, it

flows through Oxford , Reading, Henley-on-Thames and Windsor. The

Thames also drains the whole of Greater London.

[London Eye]

The London Eye is a cantilevered observation wheel on the South Bank of the

River Thames in London. It is Europe's tallest cantilevered observation wheel,

and the most popular paid tourist attraction in the United Kingdom with

over three million visitors annually. The wheel's 32 sealed and air-

conditioned ovoidal passenger capsules, are attached to the external

circumference of the wheel and rotated by electric motors.  Each of the

capsules represents one of the London Boroughs, and holds up to 25 people,

who are free to walk around inside the capsule, though seating is provided.

The wheel rotates at 26 cm (10 in) per second so that one revolution takes

about 30 minutes.

[St. Paul's Cathedral]

St Paul's Cathedral is an Anglican cathedral in London, England, the seat of

the Bishop of London. The cathedral serves as the mother church of the

Diocese of London. Its dedication in honour of Paul the Apostle dates back

to the original church on this site, founded in AD 604. Services held at St

Paul's have included the funerals of Winston Churchill and Margaret

Thatcher; jubilee celebrations for Queen Victoria; peace services marking the

end of the First and Second World Wars; the wedding of Prince Charles and

Lady Diana Spencer.
