 [St. Mark's Square]

St. Mark's Square is a square surrounded by beautiful Renaissance buildings

such as the Duke's Palace, St. Mark's Church, St. Mark's Bell Tower, and the

French Emperor Napoleon once praised it as "the drawing room of Europe".

[Bridge of Sighs]

The enclosed bridge is made of white limestone, has windows with stone

bars, passes over the Rio di Palazzo, and connects the New Prison (Prigioni

Nuove) to the interrogation rooms in the Doge's Palace. It was built in

1600.The view from the Bridge of Sighs was the last view of Venice that

convicts saw before their imprisonment. The bridge's English name was

bestowed by Lord Byron in the 19th century as a translation from the Italian

"Ponte dei sospiri", from the suggestion that prisoners would sigh at their

final view of beautiful Venice through the window before being taken down

to their cells.

The cathedral complex, in Piazza del Duomo, includes the Baptistery and

Giotto's Campanile. These three buildings are part of the UNESCO World

Heritage Site covering the historic centre of Florence and are a major tourist

attraction of Tuscany. The basilica is one of Italy's largest churches and its

dome, when first built back in the 15th century, was the largest ever built in

western Europe. Although it was later overtaken by St Peter's Basilica, it still

remains the largest dome ever constructed of bricks.

[Piazza della Signoria]

It is the "L"-shaped square in front of the Palazzo Vecchio in Florence, Italy,

and still enjoys the reputation of the city's political center. There are many

eye-catching statues on the square.

 [Colosseum]

It is the largest ancient amphitheatre ever built, and is still the largest

standing amphitheatre in the world, despite its age. The Colosseum is built

of travertine limestone, tuff (volcanic rock), and brick-faced concrete. It could

hold an estimated 50,000 to 80,000 spectators at various points in its

history,having an average audience of some 65,000; it was used for

gladiatorial contests and public spectacles including animal hunts,

executions, re-enactments of famous battles, dramas based on Roman

mythology, and briefly mock sea battles. Although substantially ruined by

earthquakes and stone robbers taking spolia, the Colosseum is still a

renowned symbol of Imperial Rome and was listed as one of the New 7

Wonders of the World.The Colosseum is depicted on the Italian version of

the 5 euro cent coin.

[Arch of Constantine]

The Arch of Constantine is a triumphal arch in Rome dedicated to the

emperor Constantine the Great. The arch was commissioned by the Roman

Senate to commemorate Constantine's victory over Maxentius at the Battle

of the Milvian Bridge in AD 312. Situated between the Colosseum and the

Palatine Hill, the arch spans the Via Triumphalis, the route taken by victorious

military leaders when they entered the city in a triumphal procession.

Dedicated in 315, it is the largest Roman triumphal arch.

[Plaza of Spain]

There is not much highlight in the Plaza de Espana itself, but in the movie

"Roman Holiday", Audrey Hepburn's princess eating ice cream on the steps

of the Scalinata di Trinità deiMonti is deeply rooted in the hearts of the

people, making it a household name. Attractions. On the left side of the

square facing the square is the former residence of the poet John Keats.

There are often many artists selling their works here in front of the Trinità dei

Monti on the top of the steps. The fountain of the ship below the steps

(Fontana della Barcaccia) is the work of the Baroque sculptor Bernini. For

female travellers, Via Condotti, across the steps, is a place where they are

The largest and most famous fountain in Rome, the world's largest baroque

fountain. Known around the world after the movie "Roman Holiday".

[Piazza Venezia]

Piazza Venezia is next to the Roman Forum, with the huge marble building

Vittoriano and the first king of Italy, Vittorio Emanuele II. A huge horse riding

image. Although the style of this white palace is incompatible with the

surrounding ancient ruins, it is still a magnificent building, and travelers can

visit the interior of the palace for free, with an exhibition showing the

modernization of Italy. Every year on June 2nd, Italy’s National Day will be

held at the Piazza Venezia.

It is an ideal destination for trekking

enthusiasts. They are famous for their natural beauty and, in particular, for th

eir beaches, brimming with bays and coves(Due to time limited, it's not possi

ble to visit all the 5 villages, the tour guide will arrange it subject to the situat

ion).

 [Leaning Tower of Pisa and its surroundings]

The Leaning Tower of Pisa  is the campanile, or freestanding bell tower, of

Pisa Cathedral. It is known for its nearly four-degree lean, the result of an

unstable foundation. The tower is one of three structures in the Pisa's

Cathedral Square (Piazza del Duomo), which includes the cathedral and Pisa

Baptistry.Between 1589 and 1592,Galileo Galilei, who lived in Pisa at the

time, is said to have dropped two cannonballs of different masses from the

tower to demonstrate that their speed of descent was independent of their

mass, in keeping with the scientific law of free fall.

[Cinque Terre]

The dangerous peaks of the sea and the kite make the five small fishing

villages quietly lying in the foothills of the Ligurian seaside have a

picturesque enchantment.

[Miracle Square]

Miracle Square is the most important place to visit Pisa. The four buildings

on the square: Pisa Cathedral, Baptistry, Leaning Tower of Pisa and Cemetery

are all masterpieces of architectural history. Miracle Square is the center of

medieval art. First, it has had a profound impact on the subsequent

architectural design. Miracle Square is named after a description in the novel

by Italian writer and poet Gabriel Dengnan. The Square of Miracles was

listed as a World Heritage Site by the United Nations Educational and

Cultural Organization in 1987. The Pisa Cathedral in the heart of the square

was built in the 12th century. It is a masterpiece of medieval Romanesque

architecture. The interior of the church is decorated with a mixture of

Byzantine styles, forming its own unique “Pizza Romanesque style”.
