On the square stands the majestic Brussels City Hall, the famous peeing child in the city,

[Atomic tower]

Located on the northwestern outskirts of Brussels, the capital of Belgium, the Hessel

Heights is one of the top ten attractions in Brussels and is known as the Belgian Eiffel

Tower. Visitors can enjoy the fascinating scenery of the surrounding area through the

surrounding organic clear glass overlooking the cityscape of Brussels.

[Windmill Village]

The famous Zaanse Schans windmill folk village in the suburbs of Amsterdam - wooden

shoe workshop, cheese house, windmill group. The 19 nostalgic windmills built around

1740 have been preserved to this day and have been listed by UNESCO as a World

Heritage Site and the largest existing windmill in the Netherlands.

 

[Keukenhof]

Located in Lisse, southwest of Amsterdam, the KeuKenhof garden, commonly known as

the Tulip Garden, is the largest and most diverse tulip garden in the world. It is only open

for two months from mid-March to mid-May each year. Especially in the middle of April

to early May, the season of tulip bloom is arguably the most popular tourist attraction in

Europe.

The Seine  is a 777-kilometre-long (483 mi) river in northern France. Nearly its whole

length is available for recreational boating; excursion boats offer sightseeing tours of the

river banks in the capital city, Paris.

[Eiffel Tower]

The Eiffel Tower is a wrought-iron lattice tower on the Champ de Mars in Paris, France. It

is named after the engineer Gustave Eiffel, whose company designed and built the tower

from 1887 to 1889.Locally nicknamed "La dame de fer" (French for "Iron Lady"), it was

constructed as the centerpiece of the 1889 World's Fair, and to crown the centennial

anniversary of the French Revolution. Although initially criticised by some of France's

leading artists and intellectuals for its design, it has since become a global cultural icon of

France and one of the most recognisable structures in the world.

[Versailles Palace]

One of the world's five major palaces, in this legendary palace of extravagance, the

golden gates are magnificent. The palatial interior is extremely luxurious, and the hall is

still stunning, with cultural relics that carry centuries of history and loneliness, and people

remember the old days in the settled dust.

The Arc de Triomphe honours those who fought and died for France in the French

Revolutionary and Napoleonic Wars, with the names of all French victories and generals

inscribed on its inner and outer surfaces. Beneath its vault lies the Tomb of the Unknown

Soldier from World War I.The four sculptural groups at the base of the Arces represent

"Departure", "Victory", "Resistance" and "Peace" respectively.

[Musée du Louvre]

One of the world's three major museums, with more than 400,000 art collections,

sculptures from the Middle Ages to modern times, an amazing number of royal treasures

and fine paintings.

[Place de la Concorde]

Louis XVI and Queen Mary were executed here, where you can admire the magnificent

Egyptian obelisk and the magnificent Poseidon and the River God Fountain.

[Galeries Lafayette]

As one of the top department stores, Galeries Lafayette has been established since the

end of the 19th century. In the eyes of the French, it is not only the perfect place to buy

top fashion items, but also the epitome and birthplace of French fashion culture.

[Paris Flower Palace Na perfume factory]

Grand Canyon of Luxembourg

  

 [Place de la Constitution]

Located in the old city of Luxembourg, the most visible landmark is the Memorial

Monument to the fallen soldiers who commemorated the death of the First World War in

Luxembourg, separated from the corners of the square, opposite the famous Church of

Our Lady. The Constitution Square is also the best place to see the Grand Canyon and its

scenery on both sides.

[Grand Canyon of Luxembourg]

The gorge is long and deep, full of green, and the stream flows quietly in the green grass.

The ancient trees on both sides of the strait are towering, lush and layered, beautiful. In

the shadow of the trees, a palace-like building is located in the greenery, which is
