The famous Zaanse Schans windmill folk village in the suburbs of Amsterdam - wooden

shoe workshop, cheese house, windmill group. The 19 nostalgic windmills built around

1740 have been preserved to this day and have been listed by UNESCO as a World

Heritage Site and the largest existing windmill in the Netherlands.

 

[Keukenhof]

Located in Lisse, southwest of Amsterdam, the KeuKenhof garden, commonly known as

the Tulip Garden, is the largest and most diverse tulip garden in the world. It is only

open for two months from mid-March to mid-May each year. Especially in the middle of

April to early May, the season of tulip bloom is arguably the most popular tourist

attraction in Europe.
